LED's, copiers, printers and fax machines are common electronic products. Many of these products can be
reused, refurbished, or recycled.




Composition of E-Waste The composition of e-waste is very diverse and contains products across
different categories. A typical electronic and electrical item consists of more than 1000 different substances
which can fall under hazardous and non-hazardous categories. The major constituents are ferrous and non-
ferrous metals, plastics, glass and plywood, printed circuit boards, concrete and ceramics, rubber and other
items. Iron and steel constitutes about 50% of the heavy metals followed by plastics (21%), non-ferrous
metals (13%) and other constituents. Non-ferrous metals consist of metals like copper, aluminum and
precious metals like silver, gold, platinum, palladium etc.

Electronic waste contains toxic components that are dangerous to human health aswell asto our
environment also.
